Any year can be the best year if we make use of the graces
that God keeps in store for us and which can turn to
good the greatest misfortunes.

For the year just beginning God has prepared all the help
we need to make it a good year. So let’s not waste even a
single day. And when we happen to commit sin, or fall
into error or discouragement, let us immediately begin
again, in many cases through the sacrament of Penance.

May we all have a good year, so that when it is over we can
come before God with our hands full of hours of work
offered to him, apostolate with our friends, innumerable
acts of charity with those around us, many little victories
over our self-love, and unforgettable meetings with our

Lord in Holy Communion.

Let us resolve to convert our defeats into victories, each
time turning to God and starting once again.

And, finally, let us ask our Lady for the grace to live
during this new year with a fighting spirit, as if it were

the last thing that God was going to give us.
